 PURPOSE AND AGENDA OF THE PROJECT BRIEFING:   
 
The Board will receive a project briefing for the Joint Federal Project (JFP) at the Folsom Dam 
and Reservoir, in Folsom, California. The JFP is a new auxiliary spillway consisting of a 2,400-foot 
spillway, a concrete control structure with six submerged gates, and an 1,100-foot-long approach 
channel.  
 
The Board visit will start promptly at 9:00. The project briefing will be held at JFP Kiewit’s 
Construction Trailer located at Folsom Lake Crossing, directly opposite to the JFP construction 
site.  All attendees will need to show a picture identification to attend the presentation. Parking at 
the JFP Kiewit’s Construction Stage Area will be limited, so carpooling is encouraged. Visitors to  
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the briefing are requested to wear appropriate attire for the construction site (no shorts, skirts, 
open-toe shoes, or blue jeans [prohibited by Folsom Prison]).
